Will Durant was an American writer, historian, and philosopher who became best
known for his work The Story of Civilization, 11 volumes written in collaboration
with his wife, Ariel Durant, and published between 1935 and 1975.

One of the most gifted prose stylists of the 20th century, Will Durant viewed
history not as a dreary succession of impersonal dates and reigns, but as taking
place through human beings who loved, fought, dreamed and achieved.

Their books have sold millions of copies. The Durants spent over fifty years
researching and writing about human behavior in their critically acclaimed eleven-
volume The Story of Civilization. His first book, The Story of Philosophy (1926), is credited as the work
that launched Simon & Schuster as a major publishing force and that introduced more people to the
subject of philosophy than any other book before or since.
