SPECIES IDENTIFICATION

GREAT WHITE SHARK

(CARCHARODON CARCHARIAS)

The great white shark is one
of the most formidable and
recognizable predators in the
ocean. Distributed in coastal

and offshore waters worldwide,
particularly in temperate regions,
they are highly adaptable and
<an accupy a diverse range of
habitats, from shallow bays to
the open ocean. Their distinctive
countershading, highlighted by

a slate gray dorsal surface and

a bright white underbelly, helps
them blend info their environment
and makes them steclthy hunters.

Great white sharks can grow
fo impressive sizes, with adults
typically reaching 12-16 feet
(35-5 m) in length and weighing
over 2000 pounds (900 kg). As
apex predators, they are capable
of kilng and consuming large,
intelligent prey, including seals,
sea lions, and other large sharks.
The size of their prey increases

as great white sharks grow in
size, although they will commonly
consume a variety of fish,
including smaller bottom-dwelling
species. Great white sharks are
also known fo scavenge and
consume whale carcasses, which is
thought to be an important part
of their ecology as they mature,

Great white sharks face numerous
threats, primarily due to
overfishing and bycatch, as well
as changes in their environment.
Although they are protected in
many regions around the world,
their populations are inherently
vulnerable due to their slow
growth, late onset of maturity,
and low reproduction rates.

The species is curious and often
cautious, as opposed o the
mindless predators portrayed in
popular culture, and this often
leads them to approach boats
or divers. However, inferactions
should always be treated with
caution, care, and respect—
great white sharks are extremely
dangerous and cage diving is the
most common (and only) way
to safely observe them in their
natural environment.

Primary locations include
Australia, New Zealand,

South Africa, and Mexico's lsla
Guadalupe. However, access to
white sharks in the latter two
locations has become increasingly
difficult, due to white shark
population changes (South Africa)
and political restrictions (Mexico)
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
